The radial
artery was cannulated in 94.5% of patients. A total of 21 patients
were identified as having experienced vascular complications or
nerve injuries, resulting in a complication rate of 3.4 per 10,000
(95% ClI, 2.1 to 5.1). Cardiac surgery had the largest number of
catheters placed (n = 15,419) with 12 complications (complication
rate = 7.8 per 10,000; 95% Cl, 4.0 to 13.6). The rate of
complications differed significantly (P < 0.001) across the three
most common catheter sizes (2.7 per 10,000 [95% CI, 1.5 to 4.4]
for 20 gauge, 17.2 per 10,000 [95% CI, 4.7 to 43.9] for 18 gauge,
and 9.4 per 10,000 [95% CI, 1.1 to 34.1] for 5 French).
