Constrictive pericarditis is an uncommon disorder with
various causes. Although most often idiopathic, it may also
occur after cardiovascular surgery, radiation therapy, and
tuberculosis, especially in developing countries. The
encasement of the heart by a rigid, nonpliable pericardium
results in characteristic pathophysiologic effects, including
impaired diastolic filling of the ventricles, exaggerated
ventricular interdependence, and dissociation of
intracardiac and intrathoracic pressures during respiration.
Constrictive pericarditis typically presents with chronic
insidious signs and symptoms of predominantly systemic
venous congestion.
