Modern evidence
law recognizes various categories of witnesses including lay witnesses who testify to
perceived facts, expert withesses who provide specialized opinions, and character
witnesses who address reputation or specific traits. The right to confront witnesses,
particularly in criminal cases, is considered a fundamental procedural guarantee that
ensures the reliability and trustworthiness of testimonial evidence presented at trial.
