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Black Ocean is a term used in kpop fan communities to describe
instances where audience members turn off their lightsticks and
electronic devices to show a lack of support for a performer or
group of performers. Black Oceans have often occurred in shows
where multiple acts are performing, with groups of one act
shutting off their lightsticks when another takes the stage.
However, phenomenon can also occur in other cases where fans
express anger at one or more members.

Fans typically refrain from cheering as well during black oceans.
