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Even though the phenomenon of Mexico-U.S. labour migration
has a lengthy history dating back to the second half of the 19th
century, unprecedented levels of intensity and dynamism
characterize its current phase. For instance, the net annual
international migratory flow over the past decade was ten
times higher than the one recorded twenty years earlier
(Tuirdn, Fuentes and Ramos 2001: 6). This dynamic also
implies major qualitative transformations, in terms of the
geography of migration (diversification of points of origin and
destinations, and greater numbers coming from urban areas),
the occupational spectrum of cross-border workers (new fields
for insertion into the U.S. job market), migratory patterns (age,
sex, schooling, place in the family, duration of stay, legal
status, etc.), and the amounts of remittances, the mechanisms
used to send and receive them, the uses to which those funds
are put, and the impact they have.
