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The term "trafficked migrant" operates within the
broader framework of transnational organized crime and
human rights law. It distinguishes between voluntary
migration (even if irregular) and coercive situations
where individuals lose autonomy over their movement
and circumstances. This legal concept recognizes that
trafficking victims may initially consent to migration but
become trapped through deception, coercion, or
exploitation. The definition emphasizes that consent
becomes irrelevant when obtained through improper
means, and that trafficking can occur both across
international borders and within countries. This juridical
framework establishes the foundation for criminalizing
trafficking activities while providing protection
mechanisms for victims, including non-punishment
principles and assistance measures.
